Brief Explanation for Completing the Application Form

No. 1
This short statement of intent is in line with memorandum of understanding (as referred in Guideline for Country Application no. 2.2 page 2). 
No. 2
Applicants are requested to provide basic facts as listed.
No. 3
As indicated in HMN's Guideline for Country Application no. 2.2 page 3,  this section provides information about the extent of country HMN partner involvement and the existence of a network of key in-country stakeholders including donors in developing and strengthening reforming health information systems in alignment with the HMN framework and guiding principles. This is crucial for an assessment of partner willingness to engage in a in long term commitment. 
No. 4   Applicants are requested to provide background information or a brief profile of the current functioning of the health information system, specifically focusing on major strengths and weaknesses. If any assessments of the health information system have been undertaken in the past applicants are requested to provide  a summary of the main findings.
No.5
In some countries, a health information system development plan may already exist or such a plan may be available for a particular sub-component of the system. Applicants are urged to provide a brief report on the status of implementation of such a plan (is it funded and operational, funded but not yet operational, not yet funded) together with summary supporting documents if available in an official WHO language.

Based on the brief situation analysis described in sections  4 and. 5, above:


applicants are requested to specify the type of assistance sought from HMN. Each sub-item, i.e., No.6.1, 6.2, and 6.3 corresponds with the country eligibility criteria described in the "Guideline for Country Applications" page 2. 

Areas & activities for which support is requested from HMN: 
Health information systems encompasses several data collection platforms including census, vital registration, household surveys, disease surveillance, health service statistic, and health system information, etc.. This question requests that applicants identify specific areas for HMN support, including anticipated activities, estimated assistance needed in US dollars, and/or estimated technical support required in person/days (full time equivalence). The HMN paper entitled "HMN: What it is, what it will do and how countries can benefit" provides a few illustrative examples of activities that  HMN can support on pages 3-4.

In general it is likely that several agencies/institutions are involved in different aspects of the  health information system at country level. HMN support will be channelled through country teams but applicants are requested to list areas and activities that will be carried out by each responsible agency.
