As a part of activities for celebration of World Health Day, April 7th, in the Republic of Macedonia which was this year promoted under the motto „Make every mother and child count“, a Intersectional meeting was organized on April 5th 2005, at the Institute of Occupational Health, WHO Collaborating Centre for Occupational Health. This Meeting was dedicated to mother and child concerning specific occupational risks and workplace. It was opened by the Minister of Health in Republic of Macedonia, Prof Dr Vlado Dimov. Addressing on the behalf of the World Health Day, 7th of April was done by Dr Jukka Pukila, Chief of the WHO Liaison Office, Skopje. Ass Dr Marija Kisman, WHO Liaison Officer, shared the General message of the WHO dedicated to World Health Day. The issue of Child/Adolescent Labour, as a global and national problem in the frame of Taskforce 3 of the Global Network Workplan of WHO Collaborating centres, was elaborated by Prof Dr Jovanka Karadzinska-Bislimovska, Head of the Institute of Occupational Health, WHO Collaborating Centre for Occupational Health. Ass Dr Dragan Mijakoski from the Institute of Occupational Health explained the main topics about workplace reproduction hazards (chemical, physical, biological and psycho-social) and their influence on female health. 
Evidence based Violence Against Women and Children was presented by Assoc Prof Dr Fimka Tozija from the Social Medicine Department, Republic Institute of Health Protection.

Over 70 participants attended this event (Frode Mauring, UN resident coordinator, Minister of Health in Republic of Macedonia, representatives from the Ministry of Labour and Social Policy, Inspectorate of Labour, NGOs, Occupational Health Services, Dean’s Office, Preventive Medicine Chairs from the Medical Faculty, Medical Faculty and MPH Programme students). This event will lead to the following concrete actions:

· Preventive programme for child labour in rural environment;

· Health and safety at work training for high school adolescents;

· Convene a small working group and discuss how CEHAPE (Children’s Environment and Health Action Plan for Europe-regional priority, goal IV) can be implemented with regards to occupational health: reproductive health effects of working conditions (birth defects and low birth weight), hazardous child labour, prostitution;
· Panel discussion (Round table) about mother and child health concerning specific occupational risks and workplace;

· Education seminars about health and safety at work for occupational health professionals.
