
Post-Event Report on WBDD 2009 in Hong Kong 

 

The Hong Kong Red Cross Blood Transfusion Service (BTS) has organized a series of 

activities to celebrate and promote the “World Blood Donor Day” this year.   

 

Annual Donor Award Ceremony cum World Blood Donor Day Celebration  

To echo the WBDD theme of this year – “100% Voluntary Non-Remunerated Blood 

Donation”, we specially organized this year’s Annual Donor Award Ceremony on the 

WBDD to publicly acknowledge and recognize our regular voluntary non-remunerated 

blood donors.  Donors who have reached 25-times blood donations or its multiples 

cumulatively during the previous year were invited to attend the Ceremony and to receive 

an award presented by an invited Guest who usually is a senior government official.  In 

2008/09, the total number of donors eligible for awards has reached a new high of 2,161, 

among whom 754 donors had achieved 50-times or above blood donations, a 6% increase 

compared with previous year.  For the first time, we held the Ceremony this year at a 

grand Chinese restaurant where the blood donors and their families were also served with 

a tasteful Chinese dim-sum lunch. In addition to invited guests, patients who had received 

blood transfusion therapy and their families were also invited to share their experiences 

and to appreciate blood donors for their generous gift of life.  In addition, a band form by 

a group of students and a youth orchestra were invited to give a performance.
