e QOut of the total 47,074 reported COVID-19 deaths, the most affected age group was 60-69 years old
(26%) followed by 70-79 years old age group (22%) and 50-59 years old age group (19%). Around 14%
of the deaths belong to the age group 80 years old and above.

o Twenty-three percent (23%) of the total number of deaths reported were from NCR, followed by
Central Luzon (13%), CALABARZON (12%), Central Visayas (11%), and Western Visayas (7%).

e DOH recorded a total of 28,112 healthcare workers that tested positive for COVID-19 as of 21
November 2021. Of these, 27,889 (99.2%) have recovered, 107 (0.4%) have died and 116 (0.3%) are
active cases. Of the 116 active cases, 40 (34.5%) were mild cases, 27 (23.3%) were asymptomatic, 19
(16.4%) in moderate condition, 21 (18.1%) in severe condition, and 9 (7.8%) in critical condition.

PHL Transmission Stage Assessment as of Week 46 (15-21 November 2021)

In terms of the overall situation of the
Philippines, there were 9,970 new cases (9
cases per 100,000 population) reported in
week 46, that is 28% lower than the
previous week (13,808 new cases, 13 cases
per 100,000 population).

A lower 7-day positivity rate (number of
individuals that tested positive/number of
individuals tested) was reported for week
46 at 3.1% (8,168/262,526), compared to
week 45 at 4.3% (12,534/289,320).

A decline in the daily number (7-day
average) of COVID-19 dedicated ICU beds
occupied was observed (1,230 beds this
week compared to 1,464 beds last week),
and a downtrend in the utilization of
COVID-19 dedicated mechanical
ventilators (7-day average) for week 45
(615 ventilators compared to 713
ventilators last week) was observed.

The Philippines remains at Stage 2,
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Data for analysis was extracted on 22 November 2021 from DOH COVID-19 Case Tracker wherein ROFs and records with no regions were
excluded in the analysis. Projected 2021 population (national, n=110,198,654) was used as the denominator.
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Epidemiological updates

As of 21 November 2021, a total of 2,826,410 confirmed COVID-19 cases and 47,074 deaths have been
reported in the Philippines. The case fatality ratio is 1.7%.

Health Service Delivery

e WHO Philippines presented the WHO guidance on home care management and clinical care pathways
in Region Il, Cordillera Administrative Region and Zambales Province.

e WHO facilitated the reallocation of 20 oxygen tanks from Lazi Community to a newly-built hospital
Caipilan Hospital in Siquijor.

Surveillance and Subnational Assessment

e On 13 November, the IATF placed the Province of Catanduanes under Alert Level 4 from 17 November
to 30 November 2021 and on 20 November the provinces of Apayao, Mountain Province, Ifugao,
Dinagat Islands, and Sulu were placed under Alert Level 3 from 22 November to 30 November 2021.

e In Aurora, increase in the number of cases was reported in September and declined in October. As of
7 November, there are only 36 active cases. Of the cumulative deaths, 51% are those above 50 years
old and unvaccinated. The province has no facility that has the capacity to admit severe to critical

cases, these patients are referred to Department of Health-retained hospitals in nearby provinces.
The province has no molecular laboratory and specimens for RT-PCR are sent to Jose B. Lingad
Memorial Regional Hospital in Pampanga. Rapid antigen test is also done with 14% positivity rate. As
of 6 November, fully vaccinated A2 is at 54%. On accepting tourists, only those with negative RT-PCR
valid within 72 hours are allowed entry. Additional requirements include an S-PASS and a confirmed
hotel accommodation.

o As of 6 November, Catanduanes was placed under Alert Level 3 with a high risk COVID-19 Community
Risk Classification. Increase in the number of cases was observed due to the following: clustering of
cases in all municipalities, presence of Delta variant, poor health-seeking behaviour, non-observance
of minimum public health standards and border control issues. The province has seven (7)
government and two (2) private hospitals. Eastern Bicol Medical Center is a Level 2, 80-bed capacity
provincial hospital with a 68.16% HCUR (average between 31 October and 6 November). The hospital
is equipped with four (4) ICUs and four (4) mechanical ventilators. Currently, there are five (5)
moderate and three (3) severe cases admitted on high flow oxygen. The hospital has no oxygen-
generating plant and consumes 60-80 tanks of oxygen per day, with three days buffer. On testing
capacity, specimens are sent to Bicol Regional Diagnostic and Reference Laboratory, with a turn-
around-time of between 3-5 days. As of 8 November, priority A2 has a vaccination coverage of 77%.

e Siquijor has a 103,000 population with two (2) Level 1 hospitals, Old Siquijor Provincial Hospital (200-
bed capacity) which caters to COVID-19 admissions and Lazi Community Hospital (30-bed capacity)
which caters to non-COVID-19 patients. New Siquijor Provincial Hospital (NSPH) is a newly-built facility
with 200 beds allocated for severe to critical cases. As of 11 November, the total active cases in the
province were 151, 25% is admitted at NSPH, 60% is at LGU isolated facilities and 15% is in home care
management. There is no molecular laboratory in the province and specimens are sent to Vicente
Sotto Memorial Medical Center and Cebu TB Reference Laboratory with 3-4 days turn-around-time.
As of 11 November, the vaccination coverage of A2 was 58%. Regular check points at port and other
areas are carried out by the Philippine National Police (PNP) Medical Personnel.

e Based on the COVID-19 Community Risk Classification, Occidental Mindoro is on Alert Level 2. The
province has three (3) Level 1 hospitals: Occidental Mindoro Provincial Hospital (OMPH) (100-bed),
San Jose District Hospital (50-bed), San Sebastian District Hospital (50-bed). OMPH allocated 30 beds
for COVID-19 and it has 2 mechanical ventilators. Currently one patient is on high flow oxygen. The
hospital has no oxygen-generating plant and consumes 25-30 tanks/day. GeneXpert laboratory is also
housed in OMPH with a turn-around-time of 24 hours. Specimens are also routed outside the
province, with Dr Jose N. Rodriguez Memorial Hospital allocating 70 specimens and San Lazaro
Hospital allocating 70 specimens for the province, with 3-5 days turn-around-time. Aggressive
Community Testing (ACT) was also done in 3 municipalities. As of 14 November, the positivity rate for
RT-PCR is 24.6% and for Antigen RDT is 14.5%. On NPIs, wearing masks is not observed among
indigenous people. As of 13 November, fully vaccinated A2 is 47%.

e As of 16 November, Sulu has 59 active cases, 19 are admitted in the hospital and 40 are in the
temporary treatment and monitoring facilities (TTMF), majority of which are asymptomatic. Most of
the active cases are in Jolo and Patikul. Travelers coming from Zamboanga City and Basilan may have
contributed to the increase in the number of cases. Health screening is situated at the port in Jolo
where symptom check, vaccination card for fully immunized and a negative RT-PCR for those who are
unvaccinated are the requirements upon entry to the province. Sulu is placed under Alert Level 2 until
30 November by the IATF-EID. There is poor compliance to NPlIs, social gatherings and non-wearing of
masks are observed in communities in island municipalities. There are also reports of celebrations and
private gatherings with no masks and physical distancing.

e InZamboanga del Norte, decline in the number of cases is observed in the last week of October though
there is an increasing healthcare utilization rate in November. These can be attributed to delayed
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treatment seeking behavior and a high number of severe and critical cases arriving at the ER of
Zamboanga Del Norte Medical Center (ZDNMC). HCUR for the hospitals in the province are as follows:
58% in Zamboanga del Norte Medical Center (Level 2), Dr Jose 30% in Rizal Memorial Hospital (Level
1) and 57% in Corazon C. Aquino Hospital (Level 1). ZDNMC has an average oxygen consumption of
400 tanks/day. Currently, the ICU utilization rate is at 60% and mechanical ventilator utilization rate
is at 77%.

Gladys’ household is one of 400 beneficiaries of the Home as Active Advocate and Network to
COVID-19 Prevention and Control (‘HAAN COVID") project, implemented by Families Choice for
Health and Development under WHO's Civil Society Organization (CSO) Initiative in the Philippines.

In the llocano language, haan means no, creating a strong message of ‘No COVID’ in the gold mining
communities of Benguet where the organization operates.

The HAAN COVID project is a community-level response to the surge of COVID-19 cases in the
mining areas in Benguet in October 2020. Unlike those working in established mining companies,
small-scale miners in the Philippines have inadequate access to healthcare. They are often from
indigenous populations, living and working in crowded, poorly ventilated conditions, and rarely use
the Internet, smartphones, or personal protective equipment.

e WHO Philippines supported the logistics for the 2" batch of oxygen concentrators donated by the
Australian government. The inspection was completed, and the concentrators are awaiting final
release documentation. WHO will carry out the transport to the final destination.
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Partner Coordination
Updates from USAID

USAID’s EpiC visit to Eastern Samar Provincial Hospital (ESPH) to deliver ventilator consumables and

orient hospital staff on ventilator use and management.

e In arecent visit to Eastern Samar Provincial Hospital (ESPH), USAID’s EpiC COVID-19 Project and
partner RG Meditron (RG Med) delivered ventilator consumables including oxygen hoses and
oriented the hospital staff in using and maintaining the two USG-donated ventilators.

o Together with the Eastern Visayas Center for Health Development (CHD), EpiC and RG Med
inspected, assembled and installed the ventilators and also used this time to assess and monitor the
use and functionality of the ventilators. The team also discussed with ESPH’s Chief, Dr. Jessica
Sabalberino, how to continue supporting the hospital through technical assistance, capacity
building, procurement, and maintenance

USAID’s IDDS continues to strengthen laboratories for COVID-19 testing in Bulacan, Palawan, and Rizal.

e Since its Phase Il started in October 2021, USAID’s Infectious Disease Detection and Surveillance
(IDDS) Project transported 1,147 COVID-19 specimens from the collection units to its designated
laboratories within Bulacan, Palawan, and Rizal provinces. To date, IDDS facilitates the
transportation of 57 samples per day on average among these project sites. Also, the cumulative
average turnaround time (TAT) for specimen transport from collection facilities to the laboratory is 1
hour 52 minutes.

e The procurement of additional COVID-19 testing kits and consumables is ongoing, while training is
expected to commence in December 2021, along with specimen transport activities in Cavite,
Laguna, and Isabela provinces.

IDDS transports COVID-19 specimens from Rizal
Province and endorses them to the Lung Center
of the Philippines for COVID-19 testing.

Updates from International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC)

Support to health authorities in Mindanao

e Provided PPEs, basic medical equipment (sphygmomanometer, stethoscope, pulse oximeter) and
hygiene and sanitation materials to City/Provincial Health Offices for use in their vaccination
centers. This included health centers in Zamboanga City, Lanao del Sur, Cotabato and Maguindanao.

e Provided tents for use as pop-up testing and vaccination sites in BARMM

Vaccination in places of detention

e Mobilization of Regional DOH (NCR), Muntinlupa City Health Office and Bureau of Corrections
(BuCor) for vaccination roll-out to persons deprived of liberty (PDLs) in New Bilibid Prison (NBP).
The ICRC facilitated the planning meeting between the Department of Health (DOH) and the Bureau
of Corrections (BuCor) to define the needs and the support needed from the partners. The DoH
provided the vaccines and technical support to set up vaccination sites in the prison while BuCor
assigned human resources for the vaccination team.

e |CRC coordinated with NBP authorities on the physical set-up, provision of PPEs, training on IPC, waste
management and health information recording/reporting of the vaccination centers within the prison
for 28,000 PDLs.

e Provision of 2 vaccine refrigerators with voltage regulator and universal power supply to NBP for
proper cold storage, along with portable tables and chairs, tents, sharps containers, and other
consumables.

Support to the COVID vaccination roll-out

e On November 15, 2021, the Government of Japan and UNICEF Philippines turned over the cold chain
equipment (CCE) the Government of the Philippines, with the City of Manila as the first of 35 local
government units to receive support under this partnership. The PHP36 million worth of CCE is part
of the PHP190 million support from Japan through UNICEF to strengthen vaccination efforts in the
Philippines.

e In the following weeks, disaster-prone and geographically isolated and disadvantaged areas will
benefit from Japan’s support which includes walk-in cold rooms and freezers, solar-powered
refrigerators, power generators, temperature monitoring devices, spare parts, and thermal jackets.

e Distribution of 2" Batch of Alas Singko Storybooks. UNICEF is distributing additional copies of the
Alas Singko storybook to benefit 20,000 children aged 3-4 years old enrolled in Child Development
Centers in priority municipalities in Northern Samar, Samar and Zamboanga del Norte and in the cities
of Cagayan de Oro and Valenzuela. Alas Singko is a book recommended for children ages 3 and above
which tells the story of how a girl wakes up in her house where suddenly, everything has changed as
a result of the COVID-19 pandemic. A first batch of these storybooks was distributed in late 2020 to
28,000 children in the same three provinces and Zamboanga City.

e Second ECEiE DCPG Meeting. The second meeting of the Earl Childhood Education in Emergencies
(ECEIE) Development Partners Coordination Group (DPCG) was conducted on 26 October 2021, where
the ECCD Council’s Pilot Proposal of Safe ECE Reopening was presented. Issues discussed were on
readiness of local government units to implement, costs, timelines, and the importance of including
children with disabilities in the pilot. The meeting ended with expressions of commitment of
development partners in terms of advocacy, capacity building, contextualization and cascading in the
partner’s specific areas of operation.

Risk communication and community engagement (RCCE)

e UNICEF, through its implementing partner Relief International, continues to support risk
communication and community engagement (RCCE) for COVID-19 prevention and vaccination in
selected local government units (LGUs) in Regions VI (lloilo and Guimaras), IV-A (Laguna and Quezon),
and NCR (Paranaque and Navotas).

e Through the technical support, 10 local governments have updated their demand generation plans;
3,431 health workers and volunteers were trained on COVID-19 RCCE; 1,379 local officials, 195 local
leaders, and 43 community-based groups have been engaged to support the COVID-19 campaign; and
5.4 million people were reached with COVID-19 messages through various channels.
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e UNICEF, through Relief International, is also supporting partner LGUs in the region in rolling out
pediatric vaccination for 12-17-year-olds and accelerating vaccination of A2, A5, and other vulnerable
groups.
